A. Introduction

B. Objectives
The scholarship aims to foster a sense of belonging amongst all Pei Hwa Alumni members and Pei Hwa
Secondary School graduates to the Pei Hwa Family. It also aims to support and encourage Pei Hwa
Alumni Youth Wing members to strive for academic excellence and contribute to the community in a
meaningful manner.

C. Value and Terms of Award
e The scholarship award quanta are as follows:

Institution Quantum of Award Per Year Maximum Times of Award
University $4000 4
Polytechnic $2000 3
Junior College/Pre-University $1000 2
ITE - Higher NITEC $1200 2
ITE-NITEC $1000 2

e The award is tenable for one year starting from the award of scholarship.

D. Eligibility
Applicants must:
be Singapore Citizens or Singapore Permanent Residents;
be a full-time student in a local school or Institute of Higher Learning;
have good academic results and CCA record;
have good conduct; and
be a committed* member of PHAYW/PHA or
join the PHAYW/PHA (for non-members) with the intention to serve in PHAYW/PHA.

* Commitment in this instance means that you have been participating in and contributing to at least 2 PHAYW and PHSS
organised activities and programmes in the past year.
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E. Criteria

Most recent result Aggregate score
GCE ‘O’ Level L1R5 of not more than 15 points
GCE ‘N’ Level EMB3 of not more than 12 points

(After conversion of OSS subjects)

GCE ‘NT’ Level EMB1 of not more than 5 points

(After conversion of OSS subjects)

GCE ‘A’ Level Score points of 78 and above

ITE GPA of 3.0 and above

Polytechnic GPA of 3.3 and above

University Attained at least 75% of the total

Cumulative GPA of the respective University
GPA or CAP of 3.5 and above

For example:
NUS/NTU/NUS/SUSS/SUTD/SIT = 3.5/5.0
SMU =3.0/4.0

(If an alumni was awarded a scholarship in 2024 and had outstanding contributions in that year,
he/she may not be required to attend another interview should they apply and qualify for the 2025
PHF Scholarship)
